Meeting Presentation
Photographic Image Construction - Presented by Kate Scharenguivel & Jeff Christoffel

The main focus of the presentation, excuse the pun, was to look at the content of our

photographic image s, to ensure that the surrounding back drop supports, and enhances the

main subject material. The presentation wa s intended to reinforce the points covered in the

fi Rotographers Corner 0 section of the November newsletter. Advances in technology that

support the key features of the modern day cameras present opportunities for the budding

photographerto  create photos of good clarity that supports the final image quality.  These

features have the ability to compensate for a range of conditions. The compensating features

of any camera have definite | imits andcraatiomdafthes wher e t h
image can make or break the moment.

Points to consider when framing the main subject in the view finder,

=+ How well does the background setting support and enhance the main focal subject?

Cold foggy conditions in the back ground, add to feel of th e photo.



The back ground helps tell the story.

The background can complement an action image.



4+ Often the focal subject can be centred in the scenery, allowing features in the
foreground to enhance the photo. A word of warning with this concept. The main focal
subject can easily be sw  allowed up by the scenery in a photo constructed in this
manner. This may not be a bad thing at times as the angle at which the photo is
captured can give beneficial results.

When using foreground scenery try to centre the main focal subject more.

+ When the main focal subject is small and detailed, try to use supporting resources to
give an element of association to the subject matter.

Although the main subject is small, the association with the fly rod assists the presentation.



The process of creating a photo image that you are happy with is not rocket science.
It comes down to a few key points:

Know your camera.

Let the camerado its job.

Be observant.

Look for opportunities.

Create opportunities where pos sible.

Be patient.

Take multiple photos from varying angles.

Never delete a photo off the camera until you have had the chance to check it on the
computer.

Take heaps of images.

Enjoy your photography as you discover tthings that

Trip reports for November

Monduran Dam Trip

After the talk given by Wayne Kampe at our October meeting the planning for the much

awaited Monduran barra trip reached new heights. Only a short time after Wayne gave his talk

at the club meeting, he and his wife Denise, gave Monduran a visit. And true to form, Denise
kept Wayne busy on the landing net.

When the crew got wind of this catch take n in 1m eter of water, and within 1 km of the ramp
they started packing the vehicles. The crew for the  week was Paul Goodey, Denis Shaw, Vince
Margossian and Ezvin Sarvan. They had taken two boats to Monduran with their base camp
being the well appointed house boat at the dam.
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Home away from home for the week .

The weather conditions that week presented our crew with some challenging propositions .
The mornings would open with cold south easterly winds and then pick up to 20 to 30 knot
winds from 10am till 8pm. Weathe r aside the houseboat proved the best opportunity to
maximise fishing time on the water. The facilities on the houseboat catered all forth eir
creature comforts , like the gourmet preparation s at that all important tucker time.

Denis was kept busy as skip  per of the home afloat , and was given a new nickname by his
mutinous crew.

The catty was on so Paul let go the line and left me with it.

On the second evening a storm front approached. As the storm front was building there was
calm and very humid hour orso. ltwasasth e storm front approached that Ez vin took a heavy
strike and came up solid on barra.

Ezvi nds oftheaveek away and the barra ... First I would like to thank my houseboat
buddies , Paul, Vince and Denis for a great time and great company. | enjoyed every single

moment, full of laughter, great food and lots of fun. The fishing was really hard in cold windy
conditions for five days, dropping for only one hour when we had a good bite , and a fish was
landed.

My first time barra fishing and what a challenge. | had read so much in books and watched

many DVDs on barra fishing, but this was a real challenge. Casting b ig flies into windy
conditions that at times reached 20 to 30 knots was hard. | carried two rods, a9/10 # and a
10/11 # loaded with  Striper IV, SA intermediate clear and Cortland Clear. | had read
somewhere where that Rod Ha  rrison said that the choice of flyt hat you wish to cast

determines the rod selection. When | was tying  flies for the trip | had a conversation with Jeff
Christoffel about his favourite barra fly. Jeff suggested that | tie some Whistlers as he had
success in the impoundments with both barra a nd soo ties. It was the whistler that my barra
inhaled.

Because the wind that afternoon was blowing abound 20 to 30 knots | had chosen only three

styles of fly that | thought may be easier to cast with the 10/11# rod and have a chance under

these conditions.  We had anchored the boat in a position to give us a 180 degree casting

advantage to a point with weed beds on either side of the point. Just before dark the wind

changed direction for a while and then stopped. | wa s casting 70 to 80 feet to the edge of the

weed and retrievingthe bl ack whi stl er or modi fied blackdédn barred,
for 2 seconds. On my fourth set of strip, pause combinations my line came up tight with a

barra that immediately | umped clear of the water with violent head shaking.

I couldnét recover any | ine as the barra took | ine at
My thoughts were to maint ain hand contact with the barra and hopefully have a better control

for keeping the  barra away snags and timber. | was now fully aware that this was hand to

hand combat with a fish of a lifetime. I have to thank Paul who had his line in, the anchor up

and on the electric in what seemed only a few seconds. Without the assistance of a good

fishing partner  landing fish of this calibre would come down to luck and nothing else. A few

more jumps and solid runs an d the odds were starting to stack our way.

When Paul had the barra in the net he called out for a hand , as the barra was too awkward
and heavy to lift. ~ We both grabbed the net and the barra came aboard.



Trying to get those all important quick pictures in the dark presented some difficulties but once
again Paul came through with the results.
