Non Boating locations can produce the goods with a little research

The criteria  for a suitable location may be as follows.

4+ No objections from outside parties  to fishing the location.
+ Easily accessible.

4+ Suitable for fly casting

+ Possible amenities such as toilets and tables or tap water.

4+ Holds a population of any species of fish that will take fly.

Any location that comes close to the above criteria will warrant further investigation.
Some other more subtle points to note may b e:

Effects of prevailing winds.

Effects of tidal flows.

Water structures such as weed beds , timber, drains, and tidal inflow points.

Shore and bank makeup such as rock walls, sandy sections and manmade fishing
options.

Size of the fly fishable area. An id ea of how many people could comfortably fish that
location with fly at any given time
