|l will try to cover off on a few of key point
+ Look for the points with some structure, wed, low standing timber or the like.
+ Look for birds. Guarantee if therare birds around there are bait fish. Bait fish equates

to tucker for the barra.
A slight drop off is dl that isnecessary within casting distance from the weed edges.
Move into the weed quietly, preferably under electrpower. Anchor up or tie off
and wait for the dust to settle. Be patient.
+ Continue to cast to the perimeters ofhe drop off and cover the terrai
methodically. Barra will crise this area in search of food. You never what the next
cast will bring.
+ Spentquality time in your chosen location. Give the barra time to come to you.
+ 9# plus for these giant jumping carp. Remembkarracome in two sizes, garden
variety and the size of early model Volkswagens. Be prepared.
4+ 700mm of 40lb mono of fluoro carbon as tippeto deal with those gill rakes8
gauge fencing wirés on the verge obverkill.
+ Bulky flies around the size of a full grown sea eagle fit the bill. Flies need to give off
good vibes as they move through the water.
Vary the pace of your etrieves. The wounded bait fish is a good starting point
If you are having trouble tying your fly on in poor light conditions make sure that
you are tying on a surface fly. Low light is top water stuff.
The windward side of bays often holds a tad warmeter and increased micro type
foods to encourage bait fish numbers. And hopefully barras.
Partly submerged lantana is a haven for both bait fish and ambushing barra.
Give the midday sun a missOnly mad dogs andEnglishmenventure out in to the
midday sun. Make sure you carry plenty of watand sun protection.
Remember, work those shallows. Even big barra will venture into very shallow water
in search of tucker.

A big plus when battery power needs to be conserved on

extended trips.

This month | would like tofinish off on the importance of camera stability when photo quality

is important. And | cannot think of a time when it is not. When we think of camera stability we

think of large tripods that are awkward, gangly pieces of equipment that are a pain to carry, let

al one wuse. Dondét get me wrong, photography wo
praying mantis platforms that support that once in a life time image.

The need forportability, weight, ease of operation and compactness are constantly in the front
of our minds when preparing for any trip. So when it coméswn to tripods, large areut and
micro is in. In my kit | carry two pieces of equipment that fit the bill. Botliit the above criteria
and wonot break the budget.

4+ Micro pods give you the advantage of including the photographer in the picture. They
can be free standing or easily affixed to most structures using a suitable length of double
sided, 25mm Velcrotape.Do6t | eav e hmwoanmesofthis mdygio tage. 2



+ Telescopic mono poles also fit the bill. They improve image stability in the vertical plane,
are quick and very light weight.
