Ben Lomond in NSW.  I arrived mid-afternoon to find Mark H, Vince, Paul and Brian K 
all rigged up and into it.

Saturday night‟s 
entertainment was (mostly) provided by Peter Nolan and enjoyed by all with 

numerous bottles of beer, reds, whites, Stones green gingers, whiskeys and ouzos.  
We all retired to bed at a reasonable hour ready to fish the following morning.  Some

‟spells‟ as he needed to refill his coffee cup and regain feeling in his hands every 15 
mins or so.  Sometime around 6am I netted my first fish of the trip which fell victim to 
an olive woolly bugger cast between the swirls of two rising fish.  By this time most

(Lake Yoolimba) with Denis N and Lando landing a large fish each in the smaller lake 

in front of „The Lodge‟.  Overall the fishing was a little more challenging than last 
year‟s visit with the majority of fish been caught down deep.  Those with bead head 

nymphs and woolly buggers and/or sinking lines had the most success throughout the 
day.  The exception was early morning and late afternoon when the fish were closer to 
the surface.  The odd fish strayed into the shallows throughout the day and in most 

cases were netted shortly after having falling victim to Vince armed with a brown 
clouser which he usually uses on Bass.  

The second trial for the QLD Fly Fish Australia team was conducted on Saturday from 
10am to 1pm.  The participants were Jon, Ez, Brian K and myself.  I got off to what I 
thought was a flying start hooking a nice sized fish that buried me in the weeds 

shortly after.  It was my only hook-up during the trial.  Ez and Jon landed 2 fish each 
and lost others.  At the end of the trial there was only 2cm separating first and second 

place with Jon taking out 1st place.

Gum Boots and Winter River Cod 
 

A quick look at some old photos with my first cod caught at Deep Water was 10 years 
ago in the summer months. 
 

Usually, fishing for Murray Cod in the rivers is a pursuit best left for the hot months of 
the year.  But the chance to spend a day or more with Vince chasing cod around all 

his old haunts was too good to pass up even though it‟s the middle of winter.  This 
trip was to take place just prior to the Uncle Billy‟s Trout, Red Wine, Gourmet Food 
(thanks Brian K) and socializing extravaganza began. 

 
After roughly 5 hours travelling from the Gold Coast via New England Highway down 

to Deep Water we turned off the main road and made our way down an old farm track 
which led us to the first of many small cod pools.  Vince pointed out various spots 
from which he had caught cod in the warmer months.  We spent a couple of hours 

fishing these pools and I sacrificed quite a few flies to the snags.

After no fish activity it was time to move to the next section of the river.  Before that, 
we paid a visit to the farmer who owned all the land in these parts and who Vince 

knew well to gain his permission to fish certain sections of the river.  It was 
interesting for me to see for the first time the shearers in the sheds hard at it, it 

looked back breaking and hard work but they made it look easy.  A thought crossed 
my mind, “how would you like to lose your coat at this time of year”, especially as 
night time temperatures drop well below zero.

After permission granted and the exchange of a couple of bottles of Vince‟ red wine it 

was off down the farm tracks and through the gates that led to some picturesque wide 
deep pools full of reed beds, boulders and horizontal laying trees just screaming to be 

cast at with a fly.  As usual, Vince was open and helpful with spots he had caught fish 
in the past.

To get to the best part of the pool, we had to cross a small section of river that was 
moving quite quickly and was bloody cold to the touch.  Luckily Vince had his gum 
boots on and found an old stick to help him across the slippery moss covered rocks.  

The plan was to then throw the wading stick across followed by the boots, well the 
stick made it across, the second boot made it across but the first throw was hopeless 



as I chased the sinking gum boot downstream.  With one wet foot each we fished until 

after sunset which really was a scenic fishy place that made you want to cast at 
everything and really slow down the stripping technique that best suited the mood of 
the cod.  We both managed to catch 1 fish each which made a nice end to Day 1. 

 
After food and drinks at the pub and sitting by a very welcoming fireplace we spent a 

very cold night in a Norman Bates designed motel room.  We couldn‟t wait for it to get 
light so we could go fishing again.  We were soon back at a great looking pool that 
Vince happened to mention a 40 lb cod had been caught before.  With much 

excitement I began casting to some reed beds some 60 – 70 feet away with a black 
whistler fishing it quite slowly.  After 30 minutes and a particularly tight to the snag 

cast, after 4 – 5 strips I noticed a large circle of clear smooth water appearing as a 
fish had displaced the water around the fly.  A bump felt through the line then 

nothing, a quick re-cast, strip, strip, and the water erupted.  After a short fight I 
landed a nice 3 kg cod. 
 

 
 
After moving to a few more sections of river, we ended up catching 5 cod, the biggest 

of which being 3 kg. 
 
A cast I found myself using quite often was the reach mend to work the fly parallel to 

the bank. 
 

At lunchtime we bid farewell to the lovely pools of Deep Water and their cold water 
Murray Cod and headed to Uncle Billy‟s for a fun filled trout fishing, socializing, eat 
and drink fest which saw Jon Burgess wearing strange hair piece hats and Vince 

walking around with two left footed sandals and when in need of a pee in the middle 
of the night couldn‟t work out why his trousers were up around his neck due to the 

fact he had put on Mark Hosking‟s trousers by mistake – good on you Vince.

Product Reports - Jeff Christoffel 

 
A few editions ago I mentioned that I would like to include a segment in our 

newsletter that provided information to our club members on their experiences on 
items that they have purchased or fabricated with the intension of growing their fly 

fishing experience.  This may take the form of publications, materials, equipment, 
tackle or any other item that has, or has not lived up to your expectations. 
 

It is not the intention of this segment to create a wave of debate relating to any given 
item but rather to assist members to make a more informed decision when they reach 

into their pockets to spend their hard earned dollars.  
 
I thought I would kick the segment off with an update on my purchase of an outboard 

that I purchased to power my 15 foot Coleman canoe. I have owned the canoe for 
some time now and have used it on many occasions. I was relying on paddle power 

and the 40 lb Minn Kota transom mount electric where longer distances needed to be 
covered. The down side of the electric was the weight of the batteries, carrying them 
from my vehicle to the canoe when launching at more remote locations. Also when 

extended trips to the places like Lenthalls Dam where power for recharging the 
batteries is difficult the options of electric only were restrictive. 

 
As I saw it the option of a small, light weight four stroke outboard would allow me to 
cover more bases. I sat down to put together a wish list of requirements that a 

suitable outboard would need to meet to fit the bill. High on the list were things like 
weight, performance, ease of operation and service requirements. I looked at such 

issues like air cooled and water cooled, centrifugal clutch drive and conventional 
neutral, in gear drive and dealership support.  
 

From the above list my findings uncovered some of the following results. Air cooled 
outboards have had issues with adequate cooling requirements in certain situations. 

There are some outboard manufactures that have chosen to go down this path over 
time. Discussions with a number of outboard service technicians made reference to 
maintaining optimum operating engine temperatures in all environments and 

applications was not user friendly.  
 

Also the use of centrifugal clutch drives as opposed to neutral, go, gear arrangements 
presented some issues for slow speed applications. The problem here is that the 

engine needs to be producing a higher RPM before the engagement of the drive train. 
 
The issues with corrosion around the underside of the engine seemed to be more 

common with some of the engines that I inspected. This problem may be sorted by 
being vigilant with ongoing maintenance but it was a point I thought worth 

mentioning.  
 
The Pars un, 2.6 Hp Four Stroke Outboard  

 
It was at a club fish down the Tweed that I first had the opportunity to have a gecko 

at one of the Parsun range of outboards. One of our club members, Rick Slennett had 
purchased one of the Parsun‟s four stroke range to power his aluminium punt. While 
the BBQ was under way I had a chat to Rick about his experiences with the Parsun. 

Rick‟s comments were all positive and he spoke highly of the reliability and 
performance aspects of the Parsun. 

 
I made a mental note to follow this up and make time to look a little further into the 
Parsun as a possible power plant for my canoe. I was fortunate to locate a dealership 

close to home and went down with my wish list to give these motors a coat of looking 
over. To my surprise the little 2.6 HP ticked all the boxes and more, so the decision 



was made to grab one. That was on the 5/4/2011 and I have had plenty of time to 

put the motor through its paces. So I will give you an update on the performance of 
the 2.6 HP Parsun to date. 
 

 
My Col eman Ram X 15 set up with the 2 .6 Parsun 4 stroke on the back  

 
Fitting the motor was a piece of cake and the normal weight compensation for one 

person operation was achieved using two 20 litre containers of water in the bow area. 
I would only require one container in the bow if I had positioned two deep cycle 

batteries just forward of the outrigger bar.  
 
With the weight of the motor at 17 kg I had no problems carrying of fitting the motor 

to the canoe. At 17kg the motor is about half that of one 120 Amp hour lead acid 
deep cycle battery so this was a big plus. The motor is fitted with a generous sized 

carry handle with comfortable gripping and the weight distribution of the motor is well 
balanced for carrying.

The length of the motor leg suited the canoe well. With the transom bracket sitting 

level with the gunnels of the canoe, the outboard propeller had a free range of 360 
degrees  turning circle without any fear of the running prop coming in contact with the 
hull. 

 
The motor is easy to pull start and kicked into life quickly. There is a fuel cock on the 

right hand rear of the motor which is better turned on just after you position the 
motor on the transom bracket. In the canoe it is a little uncomfortable to reach back 
to if you are a right hander. The tiller arm simply swings over to the opposite side 

when requiring reverse mode.   
 

The motor was quite at idle and came up smoothly as the rev range was increased. 
There was enough water coming from the tell tale to water your garden. As you may 

have guessed, this feature I like. The fuel tank is built into the motor and holds 1.2 
Litres when full. There is an air breather that must be opened when the motor is 
running. The cap on the fuel tank and the air breather seal well when the motor is 

transported lying down. 
 

The motor produced more than enough grunt to move the canoe along at a very 
respectable pace. In fact, half throttle suited this set up well. On my maiden voyage I 
managed to lose the fuel cap over the side. When I spoke to the crew at TMC 

outboards they said that the retaining clip on the end of the small chain that stops the 
cap from parting company may have dislodged and kindly gave me a replacement fuel 

cap to get me going again.

For those technically minded amongst us a little more about the Parsun 2.4 four 
stroke.

Another feature that sold me on this engine was the finish on the underwater gear 
and the prop assembly. The paints used on the engine are all US marine specs and 
the prop is alloy, bushed. If you are unlucky enough to strike something solid with the 

prop, you will stand a better chance of travelling home at slow revs than slipping over 
the side up to your armpits in mud while you try and fit a new sheer pin in what‟s left 

of your plastic prop. 
   
A fair amount of water has flowed through the water pump since she went in for the 

10 hour service. There is one area that I would like to mention regarding the 
recommended fuel for this engine.  

 
Trevor who is the owner and one of the service technicians at T.M.C. Outboards gave 
me the good oil on the best fuel to run in this motor. Trevor has well over 30 years 

experience in the field of outboard servicing and repairs and certainly can sort the 
chaff from the hay. The advice is simply this, oils aren‟t oils and fuels aren‟t fuels. 

 
What this means if the case of this motor and possibly others is that the stated octane 

rating of some fuels may be under that which is indicated at the pump. So where in 
the owner‟s manual stipulates, “Unleaded Regular Octane “, they are referring to 
regular unleaded 91 octane.  

In the case of many motors, a slight reduction of the specks on a fuel can have 
damaging effects on the engine. For this reason, Trevor recommends 95% octane 

rating to overcome this problem. Also reminder that these engines do not have an 
appropriate compression ratio to be suited to the premium 98% octane ratings either.  
 

I must add that the opportunity to deal with a smaller, family styled business that 
knows their stuff and does give a cracker about their customer base has been top 

shelf experience.  The friendly crew at T.M.C. Outboards carry a wide range of boating 
needs as well as the Parsun range of outboards up to 40 HP.

Oriental Shell Fish Fritters  

 
This month I have submitted a recipe for a dish that is super easy to put together and 

makes a delicious dish as a starter or a main for the centre of a tasty salad. If making 
this dish as a starter, cook the ingredients in smaller portions, and garnish the serving 

with fresh salads pieces. A pleasant accompaniment to this dish is sweet chilly or 
plumb sauce. The ingredients can also be mixed and kept chilled till latter that day, 
and then cooked on the camp plate or BBQ. 

 
Ingredients:  

 
 300 grams            Shell fish meat. (Prawns, Redclaw, crab meat). 

 6                          Eggs. 
 4                          Spring onions. (Trimmed and finely chopped). 
 1 Cup                    Finely chopped mushrooms. 

 1 tsp                     Minced fresh ginger. 
 ½ tsp                    Salt.   

 ½ tsp                    Pepper. 
 2  tblsp                 Finely chopped coriander. 
 1                          Small carrot (grated fine). 

 
 



 
 

For this dish I hav e used green prawns as the base  

Method  
 

 Finely chop the uncooked shell fish that you have chosen as your base. 
 In a bowl, beat together the shell fish meat, eggs, spring onions, 

mushrooms, carrot, ginger, salt, pepper and coriander until well mixed. 

 

 
 

I ngredients ready to mix in bowl  

 
 Place oil on cooking surface and bring cooking surface up to a medium to 

high cooking temperature.  
 When cooking surface is up to temperature, place tablespoon size 

portions of the mix on to the cooking surface. 
 As the underside firms, flatten the portion slightly. 
 After 2 to 3 minutes, turn and cook the other side.

For those members who wish to participate in the club‟s annual fly tying award 

the criteria is as follows: 
 Only two flies to be submitted for judging. One freshwater fly and one 

saltwater fly. 
 This year the flies will be judged on their closeness to the resemblance 

to the item they represent, and not on their performance in the water or 
their ease of casting.  

 Flies to be enclosed in a clear, snap lock type sandwich bag or the like 
that has inside the name  of the member who has entered there fly for 

judging and the category  in which you fly will be judged. 
 Entries to be submitted to Paul Goodey no later than the 18th August. 



 As in the past flies will be judged in two categories. The categories will 

be a ñNovice Category ò for those members who have not previously 
taken out a win in the club fly tying championship and an ñOpen  

Category ò for those members who have previously taken out a win in 
our club flytying championship. 

 The judging will be undertaken by persons from outside of the club 
membership. 

 The timing of the results of the judging will be announced at the July
